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CREATING A SUSTAINABLE CHURCH - The Endowment Fund

Ensuring Saint Timothy’s will be around for the next 150 years

An endowment is broadly defined as a permanent gift of money or property to an institution
for a particular purpose. St. Timothy’s Endowment Fund is typical of most church
endowment funds because only the investment proceeds are used. The principal cannot be
distributed. The Endowment Fund at St. Timothy’s currently contains about $100,000 and
is held and administered for St. Timothy’s by the Diocese of Virginia. An endowment gift
can be made at any time or on a regularly scheduled basis as part of a membet’s estate plan.

St. Timothy’s Episcopal, founded on November 1, 1868, is a member of Region V of the
Diocese of Virginia, one of the Episcopal Church’s 9 original dioceses and the largest
diocese in the domestic U.S. The bell from our 1881 church building has been electrified
and continues to ring before every Sunday service and major holy day. Our 1870 James
D. Moore Tracker pipe organ was restored and reinstalled April 2017.

We have a long history of outreach within and beyond the Herndon/Reston

community. We staff The Closet, which had its beginnings at St. Timothy’s in the 1970s.
The first homeless shelter in Fairfax County began in our Henry Hall in 1984 and
became the Embry Rucker Shelter, which we continue to staff. We run a school supply
drive and holiday Angel Tree in addition to supporting LINK, Helping Hungry Kids,
and Cornerstones, among others. We serve the poorest in our state, our nation, and our hemisphere with yearly
mission trips to Dungannon, VA, Pine Ridge Indian Reservation, SD, and Chapoteau, Haiti.

We worship 4 times per week, in English and in Spanish, and we welcome everyone who would like to worship
with us and become a part of our community. If you are visiting us, please sign the guest book in the Narthex
and introduce yourself to our clergy and vestry members.

"Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect the dignity of every
human being?"
Images of children ripped from the arms of their parents at the borders and of crying
toddlers in detention centers have ripped our hearts wide open. From the depths of
broken-hearted compassion we, along with Episcopalians across the nation, cry out for
justice, respect and dignity for men, women and children who have fled life-threatenin
violence in their homelands and seek asylum in the United States. We, along with people
on all sides of political divides, people from a wide variety of faiths and people who
proclaim no faith at all, say no to the separation of families.
At noon on Sunday, July 8, we Bishops and some General Convention Deputies from the
Diocese of Virginia will participate in a prayer service outside of the T. Don Hutto
Residential Detention Center in Taylor, Texas. We will pray for an end to the inhumane
treatment of asylum seekers and for the loving, liberating, live-giving presence of Christ
to be revealed, more fully than ever, within and among us. (The detention center is
operated for Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) by a private prison company
End islagout 40 miles from the Austin Convention Center where General Convention will
e held.
We do this because the Church can never afford to overlook our responsibility to be a
witness to the Gospel in the midst of the ongoing debates in our culture, especially when
they involve profoundly moral questions and values. People everywhere, even the
unchurched, look to the Church for hope and guidance in times like these. We are called
to give voice to that hope and guidance.
We take sides in this matter because Jesus himself took sides with vulnerable children.
Jesus honored children and blessed them at a time when they were expected to be
neither seen nor heard. In his name, we must open eyes and hearts to see these detained
children and act in ways that will bring blessings upon them. By taking time during
General Convention and going to pray outside of a detention center, we respond to the
last question in our Baptismal Covenant with a resounding, "We will, with God's help."
Christians should respond to every opportunity to live our faith in words and action not
only at home or at church, but especially in the public square. So we invite you to join us
in prayer and other action for the sake of vulnerable children and families. Below this
statement are links to information and resources that might help shape and inform your
faithful response.
