Information for Our First Time Guests 
 

All children are welcome to stay with parents in the Sanctuary during worship. However, 
for parents of children ages 0-3 years who want nursery care, we have a well-equipped 
and professionally-staffed nursery at the end of the hall nearest the Sanctuary. Each child 
brought to the nursery is given a number; only the parents of the child can take the child 
from the nursery. If a parent is needed during worship, the child’s number will appear (in 

red LED’s) on the black panels beneath the hymn boards on both sides of the Chancel. Parents, please bring 
diapers, any snacks, and formula as needed for your child. 
 

All baptized Christians are welcome to receive the Sacrament. If you have not been 
baptized, please come to the Altar rail for a blessing during Holy Communion (place 
your arms across your chest to signify your desire for a blessing). If you would like to be 
baptized, please speak with the clergy after the service.  To receive Holy Communion, 
accept the bread in your hand and place it in your mouth, then sip wine from the Chalice 
when it is brought to you (guide the Chalice to your mouth please), or hold the bread, 

dip it in the wine when the chalice comes to you, and place the bread with wine in your mouth. If you are 
allergic to wheat or are gluten intolerant, please let the person serving bread know to give you a rice wafer.

In the time of King Herod, after Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea, wise men from the East 
came to Jerusalem, asking, "Where is the child who has been born king of the Jews? For we observed 
his star at its rising, and have come to pay him homage." When King Herod heard this, he was 
frightened, and all Jerusalem with him; and calling together all the chief priests and scribes of the 
people, he inquired of them where the Messiah was to be born. They told him, "In Bethlehem of 
Judea; for so it has been written by the prophet: 
`And you, Bethlehem, in the land of Judah, 
are by no means least among the rulers of Judah;

The St. Timothy’s congregation has been one of extensive fund raising from the earliest days of the 
church.  In the 1890s when the congregation worshiped at the building on the corner of Elden and 
Grace streets the women of the church, called the Gleaners, had regular fund raisers to provide key 

needs of the church.  Through lawn parties, oyster dinners and ice cream sales the Gleaners were able 
to purchase an organ and furnace for the Grace street church as well as pay for a significant amount
