Information for Our First Time Guests 
 

All children are welcome to stay with parents in the Sanctuary during worship. However, 
for parents of children ages 0-3 years who want nursery care, we have a well-equipped 
and professionally-staffed nursery at the end of the hall nearest the Sanctuary. Each child 
brought to the nursery is given a number; only the parents of the child can take the child 
from the nursery. If a parent is needed during worship, the child’s number will appear (in 

red LED’s) on the black panels beneath the hymn boards on both sides of the Chancel. Parents, please bring 
diapers, any snacks, and formula as needed for your child. 
 

All baptized Christians are welcome to receive the Sacrament. If you have not been 
baptized, please come to the Altar rail for a blessing during Holy Communion (place 
your arms across your chest to signify your desire for a blessing). If you would like to be 
baptized, please speak with the clergy after the service.  To receive Holy Communion, 
accept the bread in your hand and place it in your mouth, then sip wine from the Chalice 
when it is brought to you (guide the Chalice to your mouth please), or hold the bread, 

dip it in the wine when the chalice comes to you, and place the bread with wine in your mouth. If you are 
allergic to wheat or are gluten intolerant, please let the person serving bread know to give you a rice wafer.

The Lessons 
A Reading from Nehemiah 8:1-3 
All the people of Israel gathered together into the square before the Water Gate. They told the scribe 
Ezra to bring the book of the law of Moses, which the Lord had given to Israel. Accordingly, the 
priest Ezra brought the law before the assembly, both men and women and all who could hear with 
understanding. This was on the first day of the seventh month. He read from it facing the square 
before the Water Gate from early morning until midday, in the presence of the men and the women 
and those who could understand; and the ears of all the people were attentive to the book of the law. 
And Ezra opened the book in the sight of all the people, for he was standing above all the people; 
and when he opened it, all the people stood up. Then Ezra blessed the Lord, the great God, and all 
the people answered, "Amen, Amen," lifting up their hands. Then they bowed their heads and

worshiped the Lord with their faces to the ground. So they read from the book, from the law of 
God, with interpretation. They gave the sense, so that the people understood the reading.

A Reading from The New Testament 1 Corinthians 12:12-31a 
Just as the body is one and has many members, and all the members of the body, though many, are 
one body, so it is with Christ. For in the one Spirit we were all baptized into one body--Jews or 
Greeks, slaves or free--and we were all made to drink of one Spirit. 
Indeed, the body does not consist of one member but of many. If the foot would say, "Because I am 
not a hand, I do not belong to the body," that would not make it any less a part of the body. And if 
the ear would say, "Because I am not an eye, I do not belong to the body," that would not make it 
any less a part of the body. If the whole body were an eye, where would the hearing be? If the whole 
body were hearing, where would the sense of smell be? But as it is, God arranged the members in the 
body, each one of them, as he chose. If all were a single member, where would the body be? As it is, 
there are many members, yet one body. The eye cannot say to the hand, "I have no need of you," nor 
again the head to the feet, "I have no need of you." On the contrary, the members of the body that 
seem to be weaker are indispensable, and those members of the body that we think less honorable 
we clothe with greater honor, and our less respectable members are treated with greater respect; 
whereas our more respectable members do not need this. But God has so arranged the body, giving 
the greater honor to the inferior member, that there may be no dissension within the body, but the 
members may have the same care for one another. If one member suffers, all suffer together with it; 
if one member is honored, all rejoice together with it. 
Now you are the body of Christ and individually members of it. And God has appointed in the 
church first apostles, second prophets, third teachers; then deeds of power, then gifts of healing, 
forms of assistance, forms of leadership, various kinds of tongues. Are all apostles? Are all prophets? 
Are all teachers? Do all work miracles? Do all possess gifts of healing? Do all speak in tongues? Do 
all interpret? But strive for the greater gifts.

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General Announcement 
Message from the Vestry  
The Vestry would like to thank every member of the parish who participated in our short capital 
campaign survey last month. We collected some very valuable information, and we will be 
reviewing and addressing your anonymous comments in our upcoming meetings. We are pleased 
to report that over 84% of respondents indicated they feel connected to the community of St. 
Timothy’s, and that over 90% of respondents support the idea of a capital campaign to address 
our current funding issues.  
We recognize that 16% of the respondents are feeling disconnected from our community, and 
that there may be others in that category who did not take the survey because of that 
disconnection.

150Th Anniversary Historical Trivia 

From 1874, when she arrived in Herndon Mrs. Mary Lee Castleman contributed significantly to 
the community and St. Timothy’s.  She established the Herndon Seminary, a boarding school for 

boys and girls in 1875.  Along with her four daughters a full curriculum was provided, and 
students attended services at St. Timothy’s.  In 1889 the Herndon Seminary hosted the first 

meeting of the Study Club, later the Fortnightly Club still in existence today.  Mrs. Castleman 
died at the Seminary in January 1891.  Her daughters continued to be active, contributing 

members to the town and St. Timothy’s.
