All children are welcome to stay with parents in the Sanctuary during worship. However, for parents of
children ages 0-3 years who want nursery care, we have a well-equipped and professionally-staffed
nursery at the end of the hall nearest the Sanctuary.

If you

are allergic to wheat or are gluten intolerant, please let the person serving bread know to give you a rice
wafer.
