The Lessons

A Reading from Exodus 3:1-15

Moses was keeping the flock of his father-in-law Jethro, the priest of Midian; he led his flock beyond
the wilderness, and came to Horeb, the mountain of God. There the angel of the LORD appeared to
him in a flame of fire out of a bush; he looked, and the bush was blazing, yet it was not consumed.
Then Moses said, "I must turn aside and look at this great sight, and see why the bush is not burned
up." When the LORD saw that he had turned aside to see, God called to him out of the bush,
"Moses, Moses!" And he said, "Here I am." Then he said, "Come no closet! Remove the sandals

seen how the Egyptians oppress them. So come, I will send you to Pharaoh to bring my people, the
Israelites, out of Egypt." But Moses said to God, "Who am I that I should go to Pharaoh, and bring
the Israelites out of Egypt?" He said, "I will be with you; and this shall be the sign for you that it is I
who sent you: when you have brought the people out of Egypt, you shall worship God on this
mountain."

But Moses said to God, "If I come to the Israelites and say to them, "The God of your ancestors has
sent me to you,' and they ask me, 'What is his name?' what shall I say to them?" God said to Moses,

The Epistle

A Reading from 1 Corinthians 10:1-13

1 do not want you to be unaware, brothers and sisters, that our ancestors were all under the cloud,
and all passed through the sea, and all were baptized into Moses in the cloud and in the sea, and all
ate the same spiritual food, and all drank the same spiritual drink. For they drank from the spiritual
rock that followed them, and the rock was Christ. Nevertheless, God was not pleased with most of
them, and they were struck down in the wilderness.

Now these things occurred as examples for us, so that we might not desire evil as they did. Do not
become idolaters as some of them did; as it is written, "The people sat down to eat and drink, and
they rose up to play." We must not indulge in sexual immorality as some of them did, and twenty-
three thousand fell in a single day. We must not put Christ to the test, as some of them did, and were
destroyed by serpents.

These things happened to them to serve as an example, and they were written down to
instruct us, on whom the ends of the ages have come. So if you think you are standing, watch out
that you do not fall. No testing has overtaken you that is not common to everyone. God is faithful,
and he will not let you be tested beyond your strength, but with the testing he will also provide the
way out so that you may be able to endure it.

Once again, St. Timothy’s will be preparing and serving dinner for clients of on two Saturdays,
March 16% and March 30, Volunteers are needed to provide and serve the meal and clean up
afterwards. The meal, sufficient for 30 adults, should include a main course and two side dishes,
beverages and dessert. Volunteers should also provide paper/plastic products (napkins, plates,
cups and cutlery).

Historical Trivia — 150t Anniversary

The Gleaners, a women’s auxiliary, existed at St. Timothy’s from 1875 until
the early 1930s. It later became the Fellowship Club. The Gleaners raised
money for the church through all manner of suppers, musical and theatrical
“entertainments” and, particularly successful, ice cream sales. Beginning in
the 1890s ice cream was sold every afternoon during warm months. Not
only did the church benefit but the town merchants did too since church
members purchased from them the cream, sugar and baking supplies for the
ice cream and cake sales. The current bell tower on the former church
building cost $100 in 1893/94 and was paid for by funds raised by The
Gleaners.

We run a school supply
drive and holiday Angel Tree in addition to supporting LINK, Helping Hungry Kids, and Cornerstones, among
others. We serve the poorest in our state, our nation, and our hemisphere with yearly mission trips to
Dungannon, VA, Pine Ridge Indian Reservation, SD, and Chapoteau, Haiti.

We worship 4 times per week, in English and in Spanish, and we welcome everyone who would like to worship
with us and become a part of our community.
