All children are welcome to stay with parents in the Sanctuary during worship. However, for parents of children ages 0-3 

years who want nursery care, we have a well-equipped and professionally-staffed nursery at the 
end of the hall nearest the Sanctuary. Each child brought to the nursery is given a number; only 
the parents of the child can take the child from the nursery. If a parent is needed during worship, 
the child’s number will appear (in red LED’s) on the black panels beneath the hymn boards on 
both sides of the Chancel. Parents, please bring diapers, any snacks, and formula as needed for 

your child. 

 
All baptized Christians are welcome to receive the Sacrament. If you have not been baptized, 
please come to the Altar rail for a blessing during Holy Communion (place your arms across your 
chest to signify your desire for a blessing). If you would like to be baptized, please speak with the 
clergy after the service.  To receive Holy Communion, accept the bread in your hand and place it 
in your mouth, then sip wine from the Chalice when it is brought to you (guide the Chalice to 
your mouth please), or hold the bread, dip it in the wine when the chalice comes to you, and 
place the bread with wine in your mouth. If you are allergic to wheat or are gluten intolerant, 

please let the person serving bread know to give you a rice wafer.

Now Abraham and Sarah were old, advanced in age; it had 
ceased to be with Sarah after the manner of women. So Sarah laughed to herself, saying, “After I 
have grown old, and my husband is old, shall I have pleasure?” The Lord said to Abraham, “Why did 
Sarah laugh, and say, ‘Shall I indeed bear a child, now that I am old?’ Is anything too wonderful for 
the Lord? At the set time I will return to you, in due season, and Sarah shall have a son.” But Sarah 
denied, saying, “I did not laugh”; for she was afraid. He said, “Oh yes, you did laugh.”

Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, and proclaiming the good 
news of the kingdom, and curing every disease and every sickness. When he saw the crowds, he had 
compassion for them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. Then 
he said to his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful, but the laborers are few; therefore ask the Lord of 
the harvest to send out laborers into his harvest.” 
 
Then Jesus summoned his twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean spirits, to cast them 
out, and to cure every disease and every sickness. These are the names of the twelve apostles: first, 
Simon, also known as Peter, and his brother Andrew; James son of Zebedee, and his brother John;
