All chﬂdren are welcome to stay with parents in the Sanctuary during worship. However, for parents of children ages 0-3
& years who want nursety care, we have a well-equipped and professionally-staffed nursery at the
end of the hall nearest the Sanctuary. Each child brought to the nursery is given a number; only
the parents of the child can take the child from the nursery. If a parent is needed during worship,
the child’s number will appear (in red LED’s) on the black panels beneath the hymn boards on
both sides of the Chancel. Parents, please bring diapers, any snacks, and formula as needed for

your child.

All baptized Christians are welcome to receive the Sacrament. If you have not been baptized,
please come to the Altar rail for a blessing during Holy Communion (place your arms across your
chest to signify your desire for a blessing). If you would like to be baptized, please speak with the
clergy after the service. To receive Holy Communion, accept the bread in your hand and place it
HOIy in your mouth, then sip wine from the Chalice when it is brought to you (guide the Chalice to
Communlon your mouth please), or hold the bread, dip it in the wine when the chalice comes to you, and

place the bread with wine in your mouth. If you are allergic to wheat or are gluten intolerant,
please let the person serving bread know to give you a rice wafer.

The Opening Acclamation (BCP 323)
Celebrant Blessed be God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

The Collect for Purity (BCP 323)

Almighty God, unto whom all hearts are open, all desires known, and from whom no secrets are hid:
Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, that we may perfectly love
thee, and worthily magnify thy holy Name; through Christ our Lord. Amen.

Summary of the Law (BCP 324)

Hear what our Lord Jesus Christ saith: Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with
all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the first and great commandment. And the second is like
unto it: Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself.

The Lessons

A Reading from Genesis 22:1-14

God tested Abraham. He said to him, “Abraham!” And he said, “Here I am.” He said, “Take your
son, your only son Isaac, whom you love, and go to the land of Moriah, and offer him there as a
burnt offering on one of the mountains that I shall show you.” So Abraham rose early in the
morning, saddled his donkey, and took two of his young men with him, and his son Isaac; he cut the
wood for the burnt offering, and set out and went to the place in the distance that God had shown
him. On the third day Abraham looked up and saw the place far away. Then Abraham said to his
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young men, “Stay here with the donkey; the boy and I will go over there; we will worship, and then
we will come back to you.” Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering and laid it on his son
Isaac, and he himself carried the fire and the knife. So the two of them walked on together. Isaac said
to his father Abraham, “Father!” And he said, “Here I am, my son.” He said, “The fire and the wood
are here, but where is the lamb for a burnt offering?” Abraham said, “God himself will provide the
lamb for a burnt offering, my son.” So the two of them walked on together.

When they came to the place that God had shown him, Abraham built an altar there and laid the
wood in order. He bound his son Isaac, and laid him on the altar, on top of the wood. Then
Abraham reached out his hand and took the knife to kill his son. But the angel of the Lord called to
him from heaven, and said, “Abraham, Abraham!” And he said, “Here I am.” He said, “Do not lay
your hand on the boy or do anything to him; for now I know that you fear God, since you have not
withheld your son, your only son, from me.” And Abraham looked up and saw a ram, caught in a
thicket by its horns. Abraham went and took the ram and offered it up as a burnt offering instead of
his son. So Abraham called that place “The Lord will provide”; as it is said to this day, “On the
mount of the Lord it shall be provided.”

A Reading from Romans 6:12-23

Do not let sin exercise dominion in your mortal bodies, to make you obey their passions. No longer
present your members to sin as instruments of wickedness, but present yourselves to God as those
who have been brought from death to life, and present your members to God as instruments of
righteousness. For sin will have no dominion over you, since you are not under law but under grace.
What then? Should we sin because we are not under law but under grace? By no means! Do you not
know that if you present yourselves to anyone as obedient slaves, you are slaves of the one whom
you obey, cither of sin, which leads to death, or of obedience, which leads to righteousness? But
thanks be to God that you, having once been slaves of sin, have become obedient from the heart to
the form of teaching to which you were entrusted, and that you, having been set free from sin, have
become slaves of righteousness. I am speaking in human terms because of your natural limitations.
For just as you once presented your members as slaves to impurity and to greater and greater
iniquity, so now present your members as slaves to righteousness for sanctification.

When you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness. So what advantage did you
then get from the things of which you now are ashamed? The end of those things is death. But now
that you have been freed from sin and enslaved to God, the advantage you get is sanctification. The
end is eternal life. For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus
our Lord.

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And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving,
whereby we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies.

Grant, we beseech thee, that all who partake of this Holy Communion may worthily receive the most
precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, and be filled with thy grace and heavenly
benediction; and also that we and all thy whole Church may be made one body with him, that he may
dwell in us, and we in him; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord; By whom, and with whom, and
in whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost all honor and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world
without end. Amen.
