Information For Our First Time Guests

All chﬂdren are welcome to stay with parents in the Sanctuary during worship. However, for parents of children ages 0-3
& years who want nursety care, we have a well-equipped and professionally-staffed nursery at the
end of the hall nearest the Sanctuary. Each child brought to the nursery is given a number; only
the parents of the child can take the child from the nursery. If a parent is needed during worship,
the child’s number will appear (in red LED’s) on the black panels beneath the hymn boards on
both sides of the Chancel. Parents, please bring diapers, any snacks, and formula as needed for

your child.

All baptized Christians are welcome to treceive the Sacrament. If you have not been baptized,
please come to the Altar rail for a blessing during Holy Communion (place your arms across your
chest to signify your desire for a blessing). If you would like to be baptized, please speak with the
clergy after the service. To receive Holy Communion, accept the bread in your hand and place it
HOIy in your mouth, then sip wine from the Chalice when it is brought to you (guide the Chalice to
Communlon your mouth please), or hold the bread, dip it in the wine when the chalice comes to you, and

place the bread with wine in your mouth. If you are allergic to wheat or are gluten intolerant,
please let the person serving bread know to give you a rice wafer.

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The Seventh Sunday of Easter
Holy Eucharist: Rite I

The Word of God At the tolling of the bell, all stand.
The Opening Acclamation (BCP 323)

Celebrant Alleluia. Christ is risen!
People The Lord is risen indeed. Alleluia!

The Collect for Purity (BCP 323)

Almighty God, unto whom all hearts are open, all desires known, and from whom no secrets are hid:
Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, that we may perfectly love
thee, and worthily magnify thy holy Name; through Christ our Lord. Amen.

Summary of the Law (BCP 324)

Hear what our Lord Jesus Christ saith: Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with
all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the first and great commandment. And the second is like
unto it: Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself. On these two commandments hang all the Law and
the Prophets.

Gloria in Excelsis (BCP 324)

Glory be to God on high, and on earth peace, good will towards men. We praise thee, we
bless thee, we worship thee, we glorify thee, we give thanks to thee for thy great glory, O
Lord God, heavenly King, God the Father Almighty. O Lord, the only-begotten Son, Jesus
Christ; O Lord God, Lamb of God, Son of the Father, that takest away the sins of the world,
have mercy upon us.

The Lessons

A Reading from Acts 1:15-17, 21-26

In those days Peter stood up among the believers (together the crowd numbered about one
hundred twenty persons) and said, "Friends, the scripture had to be fulfilled, which the Holy
Spirit through David foretold concerning Judas, who became a guide for those who arrested
Jesus-- for he was numbered among us and was allotted his share in this ministry. So one of the
men who have accompanied us during all the time that the Lord Jesus went in and out among
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us, beginning from the baptism of John until the day when he was taken up from us-- one of
these must become a witness with us to his resurrection." So they proposed two, Joseph called
Barsabbas, who was also known as Justus, and Matthias. Then they prayed and said, "Lozrd, you
know everyone's heart. Show us which one of these two you have chosen to take the place in
this ministry and apostleship from which Judas turned aside to go to his own place." And they
cast lots for them, and the lot fell on Matthias; and he was added to the eleven apostles.

Psalm 1

Celebrant: The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.

Jesus prayed for his disciples, “I have made your name known to those whom you gave me from the
world. They were yours, and you gave them to me, and they have kept your word. Now they know
that everything you have given me is from you; for the words that you gave to me I have given to
them, and they have received them and know in truth that I came from you; and they have believed
that you sent me. I am asking on their behalf; I am not asking on behalf of the world, but on behalf
of those whom you gave me, because they are yours. All mine are yours, and yours are mine; and I
have been glorified in them. And now I am no longer in the world, but they are in the world, and I
am coming to you. Holy Father, protect them in your name that you have given me, so that they may
be one, as we are one. While I was with them, I protected them in your name that you have given
me. I guarded them, and not one of them was lost except the one destined to be lost, so that the
scripture might be fulfilled. But now I am coming to you, and I speak these things in the world so
that they may have my joy made complete in themselves. I have given them your word, and the
world has hated them because they do not belong to the world, just as I do not belong to the world. 1
am not asking you to take them out of the world, but I ask you to protect them from the evil one.
They do not belong to the wotld, just as I do not belong to the world. Sanctify them in the truth;
your word is truth. As you have sent me into the wozld, so I have sent them into the world. And for
their sakes I sanctify myself, so that they also may be sanctified in truth.”

The Nicene Creed (BCP 326)

We believe in one God,
the Father Almighty,
maker of heaven and earth,
of all that is, seen and unseen.

We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen.

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy people do celebrate and make, with these thy holy
gifts which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in
remembrance his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension;
and looking for his coming again with power and great glory.

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us, and, with thy Word and Holy
Spirit, to bless and sanctify these gifts of bread and wine, that they may be unto us the Body and
Blood of thy dearly-beloved Son Jesus Christ.

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sactifice of praise and thanksgiving,
whereby we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies.

Grant, we beseech thee, that all who partake of this Holy Communion may worthily receive the most
precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, and be filled with thy grace and heavenly
benediction; and also that we and all thy whole Church may be made one body with him, that he may
dwell in us, and we in him; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord; By whom, and with whom, and
in whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost all honor and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world
without end. Amen.

All: Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy Name, thy kingdom come, thy will be
done, on earth as it is in heaven.
