Place 
your arms across your chest to signify your desire for a blessing. If you would like to be baptized, please speak 
with the clergy after the service.

Since, then, we have a great high priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus, the Son of 
God, let us hold fast to our confession. For we do not have a high priest who is unable to 
sympathize with our weaknesses, but we have one who in every respect has been tested as we 
are, yet without sin.

It is easier for 

a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for someone who is rich to enter the kingdom of 

God.” They were greatly astounded and said to one another, “Then who can be saved?” Jesus 

looked at them and said, “For mortals it is impossible, but not for God; for God all things are 

possible.” 
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Peter began to say to him, “Look, we have left everything and followed you.” Jesus said, “Truly 

I tell you, there is no one who has left house or brothers or sisters or mother or father or 

children or fields, for my sake and for the sake of the good news, who will not receive a 

hundredfold now in this age—houses, brothers and sisters, mothers and children, and fields 

with persecutions—and in the age to come eternal life. But many who are first will be last, and 

the last will be first.”

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, 

whereby we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies.  

Grant, we beseech thee, that all who partake of this Holy Communion may worthily receive the most 

precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, and be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction; 

and also that we and all thy whole Church may be made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, 

and we in him; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord; By whom, and with whom, and in whom, in 

the unity of the Holy Ghost all honor and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end. 

Amen.
