 If you have not been baptized, we invite you to come forward for a blessing during Holy Communion. Place 
your arms across your chest to signify your desire for a blessing. If you would like to be baptized, please speak 
with the clergy after the service.

The Word of God                        At the tolling of the bell, all stand. 

 

The Opening Acclamation (BCP 323)    

Celebrant: Blessed be God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. 

People:  And blessed be his kingdom, now and for ever.  Amen.   

 

The Collect for Purity (BCP 323) 

Almighty God, unto whom all hearts are open, all desires known, and from whom no secrets are hid: 

Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, that we may perfectly love 

thee, and worthily magnify thy holy Name; through Christ our Lord.  Amen. 

 

Summary of the Law (BCP 324)

John said to the crowds that came out to be baptized by him, "You brood of vipers! Who 

warned you to flee from the wrath to come? Bear fruits worthy of repentance. Do not begin to 

say to yourselves, 'We have Abraham as our ancestor'; for I tell you, God is able from these 

stones to raise up children to Abraham. Even now the ax is lying at the root of the trees; every 

tree therefore that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire." 

And the crowds asked him, "What then should we do?" In reply he said to them, "Whoever has 

two coats must share with anyone who has none; and whoever has food must do likewise." 

Even tax collectors came to be baptized, and they asked him, "Teacher, what should we do?" 

He said to them, "Collect no more than the amount prescribed for you." Soldiers also asked 

him, "And we, what should we do?" He said to them, "Do not extort money from anyone by 

threats or false accusation, and be satisfied with your wages." 

As the people were filled with expectation, and all were questioning in their hearts concerning 

John, whether he might be the Messiah, John answered all of them by saying, "I baptize you 

with water; but one who is more powerful than I is coming; I am not worthy to untie the thong 

of his sandals. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire. His winnowing fork is in his 

hand, to clear his threshing floor and to gather the wheat into his granary; but the chaff he will 

burn with unquenchable fire." 

So, with many other exhortations, he proclaimed the good news to the people.

The Great Thanksgiving (Prayer II, BCP 340) 

Celebrant: The Lord be with you. 

People:     And with thy spirit. 

Celebrant:     Lift up your hearts. 

People:  We lift them to the Lord. 

Celebrant: Let us give thanks unto our Lord God. 

People:  It is meet and right so to do. 

Celebrant: It is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that we should at all times, and in all 

places, give thanks unto thee, O Lord, holy Father, almighty, everlasting God.

All glory be to thee, O Lord our God, for that thou didst create heaven and earth, and didst make us 

in thine own image; and, of thy tender mercy, didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to take our nature 

upon him, and to suffer death upon the cross for our redemption. He made there a full and perfect 

sacrifice for the whole world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel command us to continue, a 

perpetual memory of that his precious death and sacrifice, until his coming again. 

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had given thanks to thee, he 

broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given for you. Do this 

in remembrance of me.” 

Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, 

“Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is shed for you, and for many, 

for the remission of sins. Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me.” 

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy people do celebrate and make, with these thy holy 

gifts which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in 

remembrance his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; 

and looking for his coming again with power and great glory.  

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us, and, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, 

to bless and sanctify these gifts of bread and wine, that they may be unto us the Body and Blood of 

thy dearly-beloved Son Jesus Christ.  

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, 

whereby we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies.  

Grant, we beseech thee, that all who partake of this Holy Communion may worthily receive the most 

precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, and be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction; 

and also that we and all thy whole Church may be made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, 

and we in him; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord; By whom, and with whom, and in whom, in 

the unity of the Holy Ghost all honor and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end. 

Amen. 

And now as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to say, 
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All: Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy Name, thy kingdom come, thy will be 

done, on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our trespasses, 

as we forgive those who trespass against us.
