The bandits who were crucified with him also taunted him in the same way. From
noon on, darkness came over the whole land until three in the afternoon. And about
three o’ clock Jesus cried with a loud voice,

“Eli, Eli, lema sabachthanir”
that is,

“My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?”

HOLY WEEK at ST. TIMOTHY’s 2023

From early times Christians have observed the week before Easter as a time of special devotion. Jerusalem
contained many sacred places that were sites for devotion and liturgy and numerous pilgrims to the holy
city followed the path of Jesus in his last days. They formed processions, worshipped where Christ
suffered and died, and venerated relics. From this beginning evolved the rites we observe today on Palm
Sunday, Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and Holy Saturday. These services provide a liturgical
experience of the last days of Jesus' earthly life, as well as the time and events leading up to his as the
resurrection. All are invited to join in these experiences as a way of re-membering and re-
embodying the Easter story.

Tenebrae — Wednesday 4/6, 12pm

This form of the monastic office is commonly adapted for congregational use during Holy Week. The

office is structured around psalms, readings, and responsories. A distinguishing characteristic of this
service is the series of readings from Lamentations which appear early in the office. The distinctive
ceremonial of Tenebrae includes use of fifteen lighted candles, often set on a special, triangular stand.
One candle is extinguished as each of the fourteen appointed psalms is completed. The fifteenth candle,
symbolic of Christ, is left lighted at the end of the final psalm.
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Maundy Thursday- Thursday 4/6, 7 pm (also livestreamed)
The Thursday in Holy Week is part of the Triduum, or three holy days before Easter. It comes from the

Latin mandatun novum, “new commandment,” from John 13:34. Maundy Thursday celebrations also
commemorate the institution of the eucharist by Jesus “on the night he was betrayed.” The Prayer Book
liturgy provides for celebration of the eucharist and, following this, the altar is stripped and all decorative

furnishings are removed from the church.

Good Friday- Friday 4/7, 7 pm (also livestreamed)

The Friday before Easter Day is the day on which the church commemorates the crucifixion of Jesus. It is

a day of fasting and special acts of discipline and self-denial. In the eatly church candidates for baptism,
joined by others, fasted for a day or two before the Paschal feast. In the west the first of those days
eventually acquired the character of historical reenactment of the passion and death of Christ. The liturgy
of the day includes John's account of the Passion gospel, a solemn form of intercession known as the
solemn collects (dating from ancient Rome), and optional devotions before the cross (commonly known

as the veneration of the cross).

Easter Vigil- Saturday 4/8, 7 pm (Spanish-Speaking)

The liturgy, also known as the Great Vigil, is intended as the first (and arguably, the primary) celebration
of Faster. The service begins in darkness, sometime between sunset on Holy Saturday and sunrise on
Haster, and consists of four parts: The Service of Light (kindling of new fire, lighting the Paschal candle,
the Exsultet); The Service of Lessons (readings from the Hebrew Scriptures interspersed with psalms,
canticles, and prayers); Baptism or the Renewal of Baptismal Vows; and the Eucharist. This liturgy
recovers the ancient practice of keeping the Easter feast whereby believers would gather in the hours of
darkness ending at dawn on Easter to hear scripture and offer prayer. This night-long service of prayerful
watching anticipated the baptisms that would come at first light and the Easter Eucharist. This practice
linked the meanings of Christ's dying and rising to the understanding of baptism.

Easter Sunday- Sunday 4/9, 8 am and 10 am (also livestreamed)

Haster is the principal festival of the church year, in both day and season, and is celebrated on Easter
Sunday as the annual feast of the resurrection, the pascha or Christian Passover, and the eighth day of
cosmic creation. Easter sets the experience of springtime next to the ancient stories of deliverance and the
proclamation of the risen Christ. In the west, Haster occurs on the first Sunday after the full moon on or
after the vernal equinox. Easter always falls between Mar. 22 and Apr. 25 inclusive. Following Jewish
custom, the feast begins at sunset on Easter Eve with the Great Vigil of Easter (see above). Faith in Jesus'
resurrection on the third day following his crucifixion is at the heart of Christian belief.
