God creates man and woman to live in obedience to him in the Garden of Eden 

In the day that the LORD God made the earth and the heavens, when no plant of the field was yet

Refrain 

 

The Second Lesson Genesis 3:1-23  

Adam and Eve rebel against God and are cast out of the Garden of Eden 

Now the serpent was more crafty than any other wild animal that the Lord God had made. He 

said to the woman, “Did God say, ‘You shall not eat from any tree in the garden’?” The woman 

said to the serpent, “We may eat of the fruit of the trees in the garden; but God said, ‘You shall 
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not eat of the fruit of the tree that is in the middle of the garden, nor shall you touch it, or you 

shall die.’ ” But the serpent said to the woman, “You will not die; for God knows that when you 

eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” So when 

the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, and that the 

tree was to be desired to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate; and she also gave some to 

her husband, who was with her, and he ate. Then the eyes of both were opened, and they knew 

that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together and made loincloths for themselves. 

They heard the sound of the Lord God walking in the garden at the time of the evening breeze, 

and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the Lord God among the trees of 

the garden. But the Lord God called to the man, and said to him, “Where are you?” He said, “I 

heard the sound of you in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked; and I hid myself.” 

He said, “Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from the tree of which I 

commanded you not to eat?” The man said, “The woman whom you gave to be with me, she 

gave me fruit from the tree, and I ate.” Then the Lord God said to the woman, “What is this 

that you have done?” The woman said, “The serpent tricked me, and I ate.” The Lord God said 

to the serpent, “Because you have done this, cursed are you among all animals and among all 

wild creatures; upon your belly you shall go, and dust you shall eat all the days of your life. I will 

put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring and hers; he will strike   

your head, and you will strike his heel.” To the woman he said, “I will greatly increase your 

pangs in childbearing; in pain you shall bring forth children, yet your desire shall be for your 

husband, and he shall rule over you.” And to the man he said, “Because you have listened to the 

voice of your wife, and have eaten of the tree about which I commanded you, ‘You shall not eat 

of it,’ cursed is the ground because of you; in toil you shall eat of it all the days of your life; 

thorns and thistles it shall bring forth for you; and you shall eat the plants of the field. By the 

sweat of your face you shall eat bread until you return to the ground, for out of it you were 

taken; you are dust, and to dust you shall return.” The man named his wife Eve, because she was 

the mother of all living. And the Lord God made garments of skins for the man and for his wife, 

and clothed them. Then the Lord God said, “See, the man has become like one of us, knowing 

good and evil; and now, he might reach out his hand and take also from the tree of life, and eat, 

and live forever” - therefore the Lord God sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the 

ground from which he was taken.

The Fourth Lesson Luke 1:5-15  

An angel announces to Zechariah that his wife Elizabeth will bear a son 

In the days of King Herod of Judea, there was a priest named Zechariah, who belonged to the 

priestly order of Abijah. His wife was descended from the daughters of Aaron, and her name was 

Elizabeth. Both of them were righteous before God, living blamelessly according to all the 

commandments and regulations of the Lord. But they had no children because Elizabeth was 

barren, and both were getting on in years. Once when he was serving as priest before God during 

his section’s turn of duty,  he was chosen by lot, according to the custom of the priesthood, to 

enter the sanctuary of the Lord to offer incense. Now at the time of the incense offering, the 

whole assembly of the people was praying outside.

But she was 

much perplexed by his words and pondered what sort of greeting this might be. The angel said to 

her, “Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. And now, you will conceive  in 

your womb and bear a son, and you will name him Jesus. He will be great and will be called the 

Son of the Most High, and the Lord God will give to him the throne of his ancestor David. He 

will reign over the house of Jacob forever, and of his kingdom there will be no end.” Mary said to 

the angel, “How can this be, since I am a virgin?”

The Sixth Lesson Luke 1:57-80  

John the Baptist is born and his father rejoices that his son will prepare the way of the Lord 

Now the time came for Elizabeth to give birth, and she bore a son. Her neighbors and relatives 

heard that the Lord had shown his great mercy to her, and they rejoiced with her. On the eighth 

day they came to circumcise the child, and they were going to name him Zechariah after his 

father. 60 But his mother said, “No; he is to be called John.” 61 They said to her, “None of your 

relatives has this name.” Then they began motioning to his father to find out what name he 

wanted to give him. He asked for a writing tablet and wrote, “His name is John.” And all of them 

were amazed.

And you, child, will be called the prophet of the Most High, for you will go before the Lord to 

prepare his ways,  to give his people knowledge of salvation by the forgiveness of their sins. 
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Because of the tender mercy of our God, the dawn from on high will break upon us, to shine 

upon those who sit in darkness and in the shadow of death, to guide our feet into the way of 

peace.”

The Seventh Lesson Luke 2:1-20

Joseph also went from the town of Nazareth in Galilee to Judea, to the city of David called 

Bethlehem, because he was descended from the house and family of David. He went to be 

registered with Mary, to whom he was engaged and who was expecting a child. While they were 

there, the time came for her to deliver her child. And she gave birth to her firstborn son and 

wrapped him in bands of cloth and laid him in a manger, because there was no place in the guest 

room.

What has come into being in him was life, and the life was the light of all 

people. The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness did not overtake it. There was a man 

sent from God whose name was John. He came as a witness to testify to the light, so that all 

might believe through him. He himself was not the light, but he came to testify to the light. The 

true light, which enlightens everyone, was coming into the world. He was in the world, and the 

world came into being through him, yet the world did not know him. He came to what was his 

own,[c] and his own people did not accept him. But to all who received him, who believed in his 

name, he gave power to become children of God, who were born, not of blood or of the will of 

the flesh or of the will of man, but of God. And the Word became flesh and lived among us, and 

we have seen his glory, the glory as of a father’s only son, full of grace and truth. (John testified to 

him and cried out, “This was he of whom I said, ‘He who comes after me ranks ahead of me 

because he was before me.’ ”) From his fullness we have all received, grace upon grace. The law 

indeed was given through Moses; grace and truth came through Jesus Christ. No one has ever 

seen God. It is the only Son, himself God, who is close to the Father’s heart, who has made him 

known.
