A Reading from 1 Timothy 4:4-16

For everything created by God is good, and nothing is to be rejected, provided it is received with
thanksgiving; for it is sanctified by God's word and by prayer.

If you put these instructions before the brothers and sisters, you will be a good servant of Christ
Jesus, nourished on the words of the faith and of the sound teaching that you have

followed. Have nothing to do with profane myths and old wives' tales. Train yourself in
godliness, for, while physical training is of some value, godliness is valuable in every way, holding
promise for both the present life and the life to come. The saying is sure and worthy of full
acceptance. For to this end we toil and struggle, because we have our hope set on the living God,
who is the Saviour of all people, especially of those who believe.

These are the things you must insist on and teach. Let no one despise your youth, but set the
believers an example in speech and conduct, in love, in faith, in purity.

Jesus said, "Very truly, I tell you, anyone who does not enter the sheepfold by the gate but climbs
in by another way is a thief and a bandit.
