Sunday August 25th: “We are the Church.” We will begin with a look at the history of 

Shrine Mont Camps. Charles Cowherd will present on “The Integration of Shrine Mont 

Camps”—a look at how our Diocesan camps struggled to racially integrate during the 1950s 

and 1960s. Based off of archival research, 1st person interviews, the presentation is set to be 

published (in print form) in Anglican and Episcopal History, the historical journal of the 

Episcopal Church, this coming Fall.  

 

Sunday September 8th: “You are the Church.” Our Ecumenical Round Table will again 

feature different members of our congregation sharing how they landed at St. Timothy’s 

Episcopal Church.
