Colleges & Universities of the Anglican Communion by The Reverend Dick

Burnett — November 24th at 9 am

CUAC (pronounced "KU-ACK) is a thirty-year old global network of some 165 institutions of higher
education on five continents that derive from foundations of churches in the Anglican Communion.
Although some of these institutions have a theological seminary attached, the main purpose is to link secular
academic teaching and research faculties and student bodies with the wider witness of the ecumenical and
interreligious nature of worldwide Anglicanism, a body of over 85 million persons in 42 autonomous
churches including The Episcopal Church. As General Secretary for just over a year, Dick Burnett will share
some insights from his recent visits to all six historic Episcopal Church colleges (Hobart & William Smith
(NY), Kenyon (OH), Bard (NY), St. Augustine's (NC), Voothees (SC), and Sewanee (TN), as well as touting

seven UK institutions and the offices of the Anglican Communion last May.
